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Lay-out and style

Page set-up

Use A4 paper with top and bottom margins of 2.54 cm (1 inch) and left and right margins of 3.17 cm (1.25 inches). Do not include page numbers or any other page header or footer. Footnotes are not allowed.

Font

Times New Roman 11pt for main text.

Title

The title is typed in bold, 14pt (use paragraph format 'Title'). Do not capitalise words in the title except the first word of the title or proper nouns. Between title and authors list there is a blank line (incorporated in the Title style).

Authors

The authors are listed in one paragraph in 12pt (use paragraph format 'authors'). Put initials first. Use superscripted numbering if authors have different affiliation.

Affiliation

Affiliation and e-mail address are in 10pt italic. Different affiliations are put in separate paragraphs and numbered with the superscripted numbers used in the authors list. If no e-mail address is available, add a fax-number.

Figures

Illustrations and figures can be incorporated in the document at the appropriate place or placed together at the end of the document. Illustrations and figures can be full color, since the book of abstracts will be provided as a digital document only. They are numbered and have a figure caption under the figure (use paragraph format 'figcaps'). Make sure the size of lettering within the figure is big enough. The text should include references to all figures. 
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All publications cited in the text should be numbered between brackets ( e.g. [1], [1-3]) and listed in numerical order following the text of the manuscript. Work accepted for publication but not yet published should be referred to as “in press”. References concerning unpublished data and “personal communications” should not be cited in the reference list but may be mentioned in the text.
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
